   There was a lady who was not happy at all because her relationship with others including her family was not good.  She always kept complaining and everyday was to her so boring.  This kind of mood was shown easily in her face, expression and manner.  She would erupt at a small thing. It changes our brokenness into relatedness; it changes our instrument of wickedness into one of righteousness; it changes our self-centeredness into beyond-ourselves.  The differences?  The latter makes us to change ourselves first.  And then it changes everything!  God provides it through his son Jesus who brought the good news to share.  We are all connected and related in Jesus even though we are each one unique person.  The good news fixes us first, and the neighbor and the world.  We become an instrument of righteousness which is holy (Spiritual) device of peace sharing among people.
