A man who didn’t believe in God was strolling into the woods and met a giant bear.  The surprised unbeliever ran for his life, but fell into the ground to be caught by the bear.  The bear raised his hands to strike down the man.  At the moment, the poor man cried to God!
     Suddenly time is stopped.  The bear’s striking hands stopped and even the noise of chirping birds stopped.  Then the light coming down, he heard the voice of God.
God said, “All these years you have not sought for me and now you call on me.  Are you ready to be a Christian?”  The man hesitated briefly and suggested a witty idea.  He said to God, “Please make this bear a Christian instead of me!”  The unbeliever thought that the bear won’t hurt him if he would be a Christian.  God replied, “All right.”  And he disappeared.  
     After this, the bear pulled down his hands.  Bringing them together, he began to pray.  He prayed, “Thank God to give me the daily bread.”  After the pious prayer, the bear ate the prey.  
     First Corinthians 15:39 says, “Not all flesh is the same: People have one kind of flesh, animals have another, birds another and fish another.  There are also heavenly bodies and there are earthly bodies; but the splendor of the heavenly bodies is one kind, and the splendor of the earthly bodies is another.”  Though bringing together both hands to pray, bear is bear.  
     All creatures have different splendor which is glory.  The glory of man is different from that of a bear.  
     Genesis 2:19 says, “Now the Lord God had formed out of the ground all the wild animals and all the birds in the sky. He brought them to the man to see what he would name them; and whatever the man called each living creature, that was its name.  So the man gave names to all the livestock, the birds in the sky and all the wild animals.”   God gave the man a glory which was to name the things God created.  It was his ruling power and he ruled over the world with this glory!
     Before that God himself named a few things.  In Genesis 1:4 we read, “Let there be light,” and there was light.  God saw that the light was good, and he separated the light from the darkness.  God called the light “day,” and the darkness he called “night.”  And God said, “Let there be a vault between the waters to separate water from water.”   So God made the vault and separated the water under the vault from the water above it. And it was so.   God called the vault “sky.”  And God said, “Let the water under the sky be gathered to one place, and let dry ground appear.” And it was so.   God called the dry ground “land,” and the gathered waters he called “seas.” And God saw that it was good.
God named day, night, sky, land, and sea five in total.  He named the environment and background but let the man begin to name the other things.  
     God is still naming your circumstances and happenings.  Now it’s your turn to name the other things.  You must rule the people and works and relations.  But you need the same glory which the first man had.  Without the glory, you simply can’t rule. 

     It is very natural conclusion we find in Genesis 2:25, “Adam and his wife were both naked, and they felt no shame.”  They put on the glory.  You can’t rule with shame.  You have to put on the garments of glory once again to recover your ruling.  And it is so good.  Jesus is your garment of glory and you have to believe it.  Put on Jesus.  Put on the glory of God.  Put on the power of glory and rule the relations because the circumstances are given to you.  Just believe it.  Just believe in Jesus Christ, our recovering and restoring glory of God to put on.  Piece be with you in Jesus Our Glory!
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
